	Freedom by Catherine Johnson (Fiction)

	Music and Me – Summer 1
Reflect, Rewind and Replay – Summer 2
I can discuss the style of the songs and to name other songs from the units in those styles.
I can name three or four other songs and be able to talk about.
I can name the style indicators of the songs (musical characteristics that give the songs their style).
I can talk about the lyrics and what the songs are about.
I can name the musical dimensions featured in the songs and where they are used (texture, dynamics, tempo, rhythm, pitch and timbre).
I can identify the structure of the songs (intro, verse, chorus etc.).
I can name some of the instruments used in the songs.
I can talk about the historical context of the songs. What else was going on at this time, musically and historically?
I can talk about that fact that we each have a musical identity.
Know and be able to talk about: 
I can name the pulse, rhythm, pitch, tempo, dynamics, texture and structure work together to create a song or music. 
I can talk about how to keep the internal pulse. 
Musical Leadership: creating musical ideas for the group to copy or respond to.
I can confidently sing five songs and their parts from memory, and to sing them with a strong internal pulse. 
I can talk about the style of the songs so I can represent the feeling and context to your audience.
I can choose a song and be able to talk about: 
Its main features:
I can sing in unison, the solo, lead vocal, backing vocals or rapping. 
I can discuss what the song is about and the meaning of the lyrics.
I can explain the importance of warming up my voice.
I can know and be able to talk about: 
I can use different ways of writing music down – e.g. staff notation, symbols.
I understand the notes C, D, E, F, G, A, B + C on the treble stave.
To know and be able to talk about improvisation: 
I can use improvisation is making up your own tunes on the spot.
I know three well-known improvising musicians.
I know and be able to talk about: 
I understand composition has pulse, rhythm and pitch that work together and are shaped by tempo, dynamics, texture and structure.
Notation: I can recognise the connection between sound and symbol.
I know and be able to talk about: 
I can perform and sharing music with an audience with belief.
I can sing or rap the words clearly and play with confidence.

	For Christians, what kind of king in Jesus?
 I will find out about the story of the Exodus, sequencing key events and considering different interpretations.
I can make clear connections between Bible texts studied and what Christians believe about how God can help during difficult times and how they should behave.
I will explain ways in which some Christians put their beliefs into practice by trying to bring freedom to others.
I will investigate the ten commandments, considering why the People of God were given these and what they mean for believers today. 
 Why do some people believe in God and some people not?
I will build on my understanding of the idea of God from some of the systematic units. 
I will examine the rising number of people who identify as ‘no religion’ and learn to use the terms atheist, agnostic and theist with confidence.
I will examine the idea of God using a psychological and theological lens before offering reasons for why people may choose not to believe or to believe in God.

	Real PE – Unit 6 Health and Fitness 
Coordination: Ball Skills (Summer 1)
In less than 20 seconds and in both directions, maintaining control I can:
1. Combine an ‘overhead throw and catch’ with a ‘front to back catch’ (see Pink challenges) to make a ‘long circle’ 12 times (forwards and then backwards).
2. Stand with a ball in 1 hand, throw it over the opposite shoulder and catch it behind my back with the same hand 20 times (with either hand). I can do the same, throwing the ball from back to front.
Agility: Reaction and Response (Summer 1)
From a distance of 1, 2, and 3 metres, facing away from a partner I can:
1. React to a call from a partner when they drop a ball, turn and catch it after 1 bounce, balancing on 1 leg.
2. Do the above challenge, but react to the sound of the bounce rather than the call.
3. Do the above challenges, but also step across my body and bring my hand across my body to catch the ball with 1 hand.
Athletics (Summer 2)
I can investigate running styles and changes of speed. 
I can practise throwing with power and accuracy. 
I can throw safely and with understanding. 
I can demonstrate a good running technique in a competitive situation.
I can explore different footwork patterns. 
I can understand which technique is most effective when jumping for distance. 
I can use skills in a competitive situation.

	PSHE
	What will change as we become more independent? (Summer 1)
I can recognise that people have different kinds of relationships in their lives, including romantic or intimate relationships. 
I can recognise that people who are attracted to and love each other can be of any gender, ethnicity or faith, the way couples care for one another. 
I can explain what domestic abuse is and that it can be physical, mental or financial abuse. 
I can identify traits that are healthy/unhealthy in relationships and recognise coercive and controlling behaviour. 
I can build resilience against abusive behaviour. 
I can recognise that adults can choose to be part of a committed relationship or not, including marriage. 
I can recognise that marriage should be wanted equally by both people and that forcing someone to marry against their will is a crime.

I can recognise how growing up and becoming more independent comes with increased opportunities and responsibilities. 
I can recognise how friendships may change as they grow and how to manage this.
I understand how to manage change, including moving to secondary school and how to ask for support.

	Listening
Listen more attentively and for longer. Understand more of what we hear even when some of the language may be unfamiliar by using the decoding skills we have developed.
I will learn about different festivals (religious and non-religious) around the world. 
I know that we are different and yet all the same.

Speaking 
Communicate on a wider range of topic and themes. Remember and recall a range of vocabulary with increased knowledge, confidence and spontaneity.
I know about the many countries in the world that speak Spanish.
I can name in Spanish, the key periods in ancient Britain, in chronological order. 
I can tell somebody the members, names and various ages of either their own or a fictional family in Spanish.
I continue to count in Spanish, reaching 100, enabling students to say the age of various family members.
Reading
I can understand longer passages in the foreign language and start to decode meaning of unknown words using cognates and context. Increase our knowledge of phonemes and letter strings using knowledge learnt from 'Phonics Lessons 1 to 3'.
I can complete differentiated worksheets in all lessons. Plenty of extended reading tasks.
Writing
Write a paragraph using familiar language incorporating connectives/conjunctions, a negative response and adjectival agreement where required. Learn to manipulate the language and be able to substitute words for suitable alternatives. EG: My name, my age, where I live, a pet I have, a pet I don't have and my pet's name.
I can complete differentiated worksheets in all lessons. Most lessons contain extended written task.
Grammar
I umderstand gender and nouns and learn to use and recognise the terminology of articles (EG: definite, indefinite and partitive). Understand better the rules of adjectival agreement and possessive adjectives. Start to explore full verb conjugation (EG: 'I wear...', 'he/she wears...' and also be able to describe clothes in terms of colour EG: 'My blue coat'
I use more exciting adjectives in their sentences, becoming increasingly more confident and accurate using correct adjectival agreement. 
I use two irregular high frequency verbs ‘ser’ (to be) and ‘tener’ (to have) more fluently. 
I can recognise and start to understand commonly used reflexive verbs and pronouns.
I understand the concept of the possessive adjectives ‘mi’ and ‘mis’ in Spanish.
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
